John Paul II added many new saints to the
Church Calendar which caused the need for new
prayers and Masses to be added to the Missal. Since
there were so many new saints, the Roman Missal
was revised. The language of our rite and our Church
is Latin. Everything the Church says and prays was
originally in Latin. The Latin language is beautiful
and powerful yet inaccessible to most people in the
world who do not understand the language. This new
Missal deserved a new translation, which has been in
the works for more than ten years.

The translation we used from the early seventies
was guided by a principle which dictated that the
translator attempts to present the sense of the mean-
ing of the Latin into English. An example of this can
be seen in the phrase we pray at the Mass prior to
Holy Communion. We say, “Lord I am not worthy to
receive you...” The Latin, quoting a phrase from
Sacred Scripture, actually says, “Lord, I am not wor-
thy for you to enter under my roof...” Both phrases
essentially impart the same information, yet the 70s
translation strays from the original Latin.

John Paul II, when he called for the new transla-
tion of the Missal, also called for a greater fidelity to
the Latin. Instead of a translation that imparted the
sense of the Latin, he called for a translation to faith-
fully reflect the Latin words.

For example in the dialogue of priest and people,
the priest says, “The Lord be with you.” And the
people answer, “And also with you.” In the new
translation, the people’s response will be, “And with
your spirit.” The new translation reflects both the
Latin phrase in the Missal and the wonderful theol-
ogy behind that phrase. We connect — priest and peo-
ple — on the level of our deepest reality, that place
where we come to know the Lord, our own Soul.

I am looking forward to the new translation, we
will be preparing for it in the cluster through a vari-
ety of ways.

Thank you for all you do for the cluster.

17th Sunday in Ordinary Time

When my father died, he left a garage full of stuff. Over
several years my brother and I made several attempts at
cleaning out the garage. While Dad was alive he re-
sisted any efforts that we made at trying to eliminate
some of the clutter. He was always fearful that we
would throw out some treasure that he had managed to
squirrel away in the cavernous three-car garage. After
his death we set about the task of eliminating the
stacked up boxes, salvaged metal, broken implements,
and general junk. There was very little that was valu-
able and an awful lot that was worthless. The dragnet of
my dad's retirement rummaging pulled in a lot that was
thrown away.

The parable of the dragnet in today's Gospel can seem
a bit heartless. The angels at the end of time act like
those who sit on the seashore with their dragnets, sepa-
rating the good from the bad. The wicked end up in the
fiery furnace. While it's clear that the dragnet will be
sorted out, good from bad, it's not so clear in the earlier
parables who is who. Just who is that merchant search-
ing for fine pearls? Is it the disciple, who seeks the
kingdom of heaven and when he finds it he holds on to
it with all his heart? Or is God the merchant, searching
for those who have lived in accord with the dictates of
the law? And when God finds them does he ransom
them with the blood of his Son, giving all he has to se-
cure their participation in the kingdom?

True parables are slippery things. They are not al-
ways singular in their meaning. The layers of interpreta-
tion can be multiple, which is part of the richness of
their truth. For my dad, much of what was in the garage
was treasure, while for his sons a lot of it was to be
thrown out. It's probably good that God doesn't clean
out his garage too often.
