Dear Friends, 

Merry Christmas! I am 
happy to greet you this day 
to the Christmas Mass. I 
know that many of you are 
visiting family and return-

ing to the parishes of your youth. I am 
so happy you are here with us. I know 
that many of you are here week after 
week and it is especially gratifying to 
welcome you for Christmas. I know 
that some of you are here because it is 
Christmas. Your presence touches my 
heart as we mark this beautiful holy day 
together. For all of us, we acclaim by 
our participation in the Mass of Christ-
mas that Jesus Christ is born and his 
life transforms our lives.  

I have had the privilege and good fortune of ministering 
among the people of our four parishes in our Cluster of 
Catholic Parishes for six Christmases. I say good fortune 
because we have been able to do so much working to-
gether .  

The cluster of parishes allows us to do more together then 
what would have been possible alone. We have a Faith For-
mation program which includes classes for children of the 
parish from first to tenth grade. We have a Youth Ministry 
program for our Middle School and High School students. 
We have a fully accredited school which educates children 
from Pre-K until eighth grade. I want to make sure that 
every young Catholic in Torrington is in either our school 
or Faith Formation programs. If you want to register your 
child for either, please call our office for more information. 

We have a Bereavement Ministry for those who are endur-
ing the death of a loved one. Our ministers meet with the 
families of our recently bereaved to plan the funeral Mass 
as well so that the liturgy reflects the life of the deceased. 
Our team also works with those who are struggling with 
loss through our support groups. If you are in need of assis-
tance in these areas please do not hesitate to contact Bev on 
our staff. 

We have ways of serving the community. We have an ac-
tive Parish Social Ministry Committee which reaches out in 
a variety of ways to help the poor and lowly. We have an 
Evangelization Committee which works to proclaim Godôs 
message of hope to the world. We have an active Legion of 
Mary which works diligently in serving the spiritual needs 
of our community. We have a parish based Knights of Co-
lumbus Council which allows men to serve the community 
and the parishes in a variety of ways. We are in the process 
of starting a crisis pregnancy center that will allow young 
women the support and assistance in bringing their children 
into the world. We are in partnership through our sharing of 
our properties with a variety of community organizations in 
the area of education and substance abuse. 

We have a wonderful tradition of parish based societies that 
continue to serve the parishes and the cluster. We have 
young people serving at Mass, we have readers and minis-
ters, we have choristers and musicians, we have ushers and 

volunteers in the area of physical plant 
renewal. 

Oh, and we pray. Every Monday we have 
Eucharistic Adoration at St. Peter, every 
month we have a twenty-four hour ado-
ration at Sacred Heart on the First Fri-
day, we have daily Masses, we have de-
votions, and we have all four of our 
churches open for prayer during daylight 
hours. 

Throughout the year we have special 
activities. This past fall we held our sec-
ond Faith Rally, an opportunity for more 
than 600 parishioners to gather to learn 
more about our faith. We have special 
Masses for graduates, veterans, and offi-
cers of the peace. We have adult educa-
tion classes, Bible Studies and special 

family activities. We show movies, we take trips, we learn 
about our God and we have fellowship as well. 

I have been blessed with parishes that are filled with parish-
ioners who constantly reach out in love and joy to each 
other and to the wider community. My assistants, Father 
Carlos Echavarria and Father John Granato, both work tire-
lessly in proclaiming Christ to the community. Their minis-
try is one of care and concern from bedsides of the sick to 
classrooms of children, from a society meeting to a commu-
nity event. We are fortunate to have them; I am blessed by 
their example and work. We are blessed with deacons who 
care about their parishioners and serve the communities 
with faith and hope. We are blessed with a pastoral staff 
that is second to none, these servants of our cluster tirelessly 
work in the areas of education, bereavement, hospital and 
nursing home visits, and of course making sure that the 
Gospel is proclaimed in Torrington. We are blessed with a 
cluster staff that is always at the service of our parish com-
munities. Each day they help make our parishes run 
smoothly and efficiently; they make a visit to the Pastoral 
Center joyous and worthwhile, if you are nice they will 
even give you chocolate! 

We are blessed with a veritable army of volunteers: faithful 
stewards who each and every day serve our community. 
They teach CCD, they sing in choirs, they read at Mass, 
they collect food and toys, they raise money, they plan ac-
tivities, they decorate churches, they plant flowers, they fix 
walls, they visit the sick, they comfort the dying,  
they do whatever they can to make our cluster better. 

I have gone on and on about the cluster. Suffice it to  
say I am indeed a fortunate man to be able to work  
with such wonderful people.

Charitable IRA Rollover 

Have you been waiting for the federal government 

to make it easier to give?  If so, this may be your 

opportunity. 

Current tax legislation permits people over 70½ to 

donate from their IRA or Roth IRA to non-profit 

institutions such as one of the four parishes in the 

Torrington Cluster or the Archbishopôs Annual 

Appeal without paying the deferred income tax.  

Instead of taking the required minimum distribu-

tion (RMD) from your IRA, you can donate the 

required amount to your Parish or the 

Archbishopôs Annual Appeal. 

Gifts must be transferred directly from an IRA to 

the parish or the AAA, are not be treated as taxable 

income, and count towards the RMD for the year.  

A Charitable IRA Rollover is not deductible as a 

charitable contribution and is allowed until the end 

of 2011. 

You can transfer up to $100,000 total to as many 

organizations as you like in 2011.  Please contact
